The Skate Canada member fee $58.65 is payable once per year, for the period September 1, 2025 to August 31, 2026 
 

Skating more than one session per week is highly recommended, as skaters will have more ice time to practice and will progress faster. 
2 sessions per week: 5% off 

3 sessions per week: 10% off 
4 sessions per week: 15% off
